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On January 27, 2003, the European Union passed the “Restriction on Use of Hazardous Substances in Electrical and Electronic Equipment,” or “RoHS” legislation 2002/95/EC, which becomes effective July 1, 2006. IRC-AFD has established a time-line for conversion to lead-free products while meeting all other requirements of “RoHS” legislation.  The attached chart indicates that IRC-AFD products will be available with lead-free terminations by the end of 2004.  In addition, where markets require Sn-Pb terminations, IRC-AFD will offer some products with either lead-free or Sn-Pb terminations.


IRC-AFD’s products currently meet the proposed RoHS thresholds for cadmium, mercury, hexavalent chromium, polybrominated biphenyls (PBBs) and polybrominated diphenyl ethers (PBDEs).


By the end of 2004, IRC-AFD will begin shipping Pb-Free capable components using packing labels consistent with Joint Electronic Device Engineering Council (JEDEC) standards. 





IRC-AFD has developed “MATERIAL CONTENT DECLARATION FORMS” for all “lead-free” components.  These are available upon request.


In addition to the RoHS substances, IRC-AFD is addressing additional substances of concern through our “Green” mold compound initiative. This program uses package materials that do not contain halogens, including bromine (Br), or antimony (Sb) above 0.1% of total product weight.
