Subject:  Pb-free labeling change for LRC family of chip resistors

Dear Melanie,

The labeling of thick film LRC product will change from the “Pb-free” (Ghost Buster Symbol) label to the “Pb-free 2nd level interconnect” label in accordance with JEDEC standard JED97.  The LRC family is RoHS compliant by exemption 5. “lead in glass of cathode ray tubes, electronic components and fluorescent tubes” because of the presence of lead oxide in the glass used to promote adhesion in the copper film. The concentration of lead oxide in the copper film exceeds the 0.1% (1000 ppm) upper limit established by RoHS directive 2002/95/EC. 

This change affects only the LRC family of chip resistors including:

LRC-LRXXXXLF -01 – RYYY-T
LRC-LRF3WLF – 01 – RYYY-T
LRC-LRZXXXXLF– R000

The other IRC chip resistor products are not affected by this change.
